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You'll study in short bursts, called blocks. Each block focuses on one unit (subject) and is only four weeks long, with up to four days between blocks to recharge and prepare for the next. We break the year up into 10 four-week blocks: two semesters of four blocks each, plus two optional blocks over winter and summer.

In fact, one of the most impactful study strategies is distributing studying over multiple sessions (Newport, 2007).
